In continuation of our opinion sent yesterday, the following is the further clarification for the mail sent by you today.

2.
Yeast is a form of fungus. According to Wikipedia, “Yeasts are eukaryotic, single-celled microorganisms classified as members of the fungus kingdom. The first yeast originated hundreds of millions of years ago, and at least 1,500 species are currently recognized. They are estimated to constitute 1% of all described fungal species”.

It may be noted that under SCOMET, the following fungi are prohibited for export as of now.

2B 
Fungi, whether natural, enhanced or modified, either in the form of isolated live cultures or as material including living material which has been deliberately inoculated or contaminated with such cultures for the following: 

2B001 
Blastomyces dermatitidis 

2B002 
Coccidiodes immitis 

2B003 
Histoplasma capulatum 

2B004 
Nocardia asteroides 

2B005 
Paracoccidioides braziliensis 

2B006 
Coccidiodes posadasii

As such, this specis of yeast is not covered as on date in Appendix-3 and should be permissible for export.
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4.
It may be noted that “saccharomyces” is the genus and saccharomyces cerevisiae is a particular species of saccharomyces. The expression “cerevisiae” refers to the species of yeast used in brewing industry. Thus, it is covered under Heading 21.02 as yeast belonging to the genus “saccharomyces”.
