It is clarified further that there are three series of Check Point Security Gateways i.e., 1500, 1600 and 1800 series. In each series, it is noticed from the catalogs that there are options available for Wi-Fi, Wi-Fi with LTE etc., Therefore, it becomes important that with regard to each model that is actually imported, one has to see, whether the product uses LTE Technology. Thus, each item / each model mentioned in the invoice needs to be examined with regard to this and then, one has to segregate products with LTE enabled technology and others. Based on this, the exemption benefit in terms of Notification No.57/2017-Customs dated 30.06.2017 can be claimed for those items that are not LTE enabled.
