Reagents classification after tariff changes in 2022– Reg.
1.        This is in continuation of our Opinion dated 13.01.2022 given by us on the above subject and also your meeting with me with sample of the product.

2.
It was suggested that competitors are importing the same product and clearing them under Heading 34029051.

3.
As per the literature provided by you, the product under reference is a surfactant. Heading 3402 covers various categories of cleaning products falling under sub-groups, such as, organic surface-active agents, surface-active preparations, washing preparations, wetting agents and cleaning preparations. Under surface-active agents, anionic organic surface-active agents and cationic surface-active agents are all mentioned.

From the product literature given, it was noticed that the product was described as surfactant, which can effectively remove residual blood, protein and other substances attached to the instrument. In the product sample, which is given now, the main ingredients are mentioned as NaCIO <5%, sodium hydroxide, triton x-100, brij-35 solution. Triton x-100 is a nonionic surfactant and brij-35 is also a nonionic Polyoxyethylene surfactant. Heading 34029051 covers washing preparations as well as cleaning preparations having a basis of soap or other organic surface-active agents.

As per HSN Explanatory Notes, such cleaning preparations contain “essential” constituents and one or more “subsidiary” constituents. The essential constituents are synthetic organic surface-active agents or soaps or mixtures thereof. The subsidiary constituents are mentioned as below.
(1)
Builders (e.g., sodium polyphosphates, carbonates, silicate or borate, salts of nitrilotriacetic acid (NTA))


(2)
Boosters (e.g., alkanolamides, fatty acid amides, fatty amine oxides).

(3)
Fillers (e.g., sodium sulphate or chloride).

(4)
Ancillaries (e.g., chemical or optical bleaches, antiredeposition agents, corrosion inhibitors, antielectrostatic agents, colouring matter, perfumes, bactericides, enzymes).

If it can be shown that the solution under reference has one or more of the subsidiary constituents in its composition, then, it qualifies to be called as cleaning preparations having a basis of organic surface-active agents. This technical aspect can be confirmed by lab test or by a Chemical Expert and if it is so confirmed, then, the product will qualify to be classified as “cleaning preparations” meeting the requirements under Heading 34029051.
