Find below our clarifications in Red Colour. 
1.       
We have witnessed products in the market branded with their own price pasted on the box even though MRP is available. Example, Super market, products get sold with their own price tag (Consumer products like Soap, Perfumes, etc…)

Though there is no specific provision in this regard in the Legal Metrology (Packaged Commodities) Rules, 2011, as amended, it is common that in supermarkets apart from MRP, the individual shoppers affix their labels for easy billing showing their selling price. In the normal course, this may not be objected to. However, it is to be noted that this actual selling price by a particular company for the purpose of billing should not be above MRP, which is there on the package. 

2.       
Can we sell spares to Engineers who in turn sell to customers. Can we sell without MRP in these cases?

Only industrial consumers and institutional consumers are eligible to procure retail packages without MRP labels. It will be difficult to categorize the “individual” engineers as “industrial consumers” and therefore, it may not be possible to sell to engineers without MRP.

While in case MRP mandatory for selling end customer wherein we are not in a position to affix MRP, can we sell them bundling with services as One bill

 


A composite supply will be one, where separate values are not available for the different categories of supply covering different goods and / or different services. If the contract or order for executing the work is for an indivisible amount, then, the service charges including supply of the parts can be billed as one. But, at the same time, it is to be noted that separately taken the same, parts will have MRP labels on them when they are sold as such. Therefore, it may not be advisable to follow this practice.
