The supplier has claimed country of origin as Japan on the basis of regional value content exceeding 35%. It is also admitted that there is use of non-originating materials and the value of the non-originating materials for each type of ink is provided.

3.
Specific values have been claimed for originating material content and on this basis, value addition in excess of 35% is claimed. However, it is seen that the most essential requirement in Part B for originating materials is not provided in the Form. The supplier has to indicate the description of each originating material (i.e., Origin from Japan) used in the production of each type of ink totalling up to the originating material content value indicated in the Form. For each such originating material, the supplier has to certify, whether it was manufactured by himself or not. If the answer is ‘yes’, then, other information regarding procurements from third parties need not be given. If the answer to this question is “no”, will mean that the materials claimed as originating from Japan have been procured from third parties by the supplier. In such a case of procurement from the third parties in Japan, then, the supplier has to confirm, whether they have taken confirmation and documentary proof of origin for these materials from those third parties. Only if sufficient proof is provided in respect of procurement from third parties in Japan with regard to the origin of the other materials, that are claimed as originating from Japan, the declaration in the Form will be complete.
