Under Foreign Exchange Management (Export of Goods & Services) Regulations, 2015, as per Regulation 4, there is no specific value limit laid down in this connection. However, a Certificate from the authorised bank needs to be produced that these are defective items sent for repair and              re-import and that it does not involve any transaction in foreign exchange. 

2.
The original value of the goods can be mentioned in the re-export documents and further, the same needs to be qualified that these are defective and are being sent for repair and re-import.

3.
As suggested in my reply to another mail, it will be safe to bring back the items, which could not be repaired also along with the other items that have been repaired.
