FACTS:

Querist seeks to import various transmitter/receiver products functioning on the basis of radio transmission for supplying to their customer for remotely operating earth moving equipment such as excavator.  The products proposed to be imported are as mentioned below:-

The Querist has made available certain brochures for these goods under reference along with copies of WPC license issued for promoter / receiver equipment.

3.
QUERY:
3.1
In light of the above, Querist would like to know the appropriate classification for these items and any license / certification requirements under BIS or WPC.

4.
OPINION:
4.1
Receivers mentioned against Serial No.2 and 4 as well as transmitters mentioned against Serial No.3 are basically radio remote control apparatus working remotely through radio transmission/reception.  Accordingly, these will be appropriately classifiable under 85269200.  The last item is power charger / adapter and it is classifiable under heading 85044030.  The first item which is described as a control is basically a console consisting of receiver and transmitter.  It appears that this control unit is fixed on the machine (earth moving equipment) to enable remote control operation of the equipment through radio remote control apparatus.  The Querist has indicated classification of these goods under heading 8570 as “control panels”.  However, the console basically consists of receiver / transmitter which give the essential characteristic to the console as such and accordingly this item will also fall under heading 85269190 as other radio transmission / reception equipment.  
4.2
It may be noted that except charger for all other items, WPC clearance or certification will be required since they operate through radio transmission technology.  Apart from the above, in the list of items which require mandatory testing and certification for telecommunication equipment as available in the telecommunication engineering centre’s portal, certain types of radio transmission equipment operating under certain frequencies are covered for mandatory testing and certification.  Accordingly, for all these transmitters / receivers, this aspect also needs to be verified by the Querist.  
4.3
As far as charger is concerned, it may be noted that this is covered under mandatory BIS standards.  In the list for mandatory standard requirement, power adapters are covered.  Apart from the above, it is noticed that the accessories to be imported include cables.  It is to be noted that cables are also covered under mandatory BIS standards.

In light of the above, Querist may ensure that they may comply with the above certification requirements.

Classification & Certification Requirements for Radio Transmission Equipment

1.
This is in continuation to the Opinion given by us on 29.06.2024.

2.
It is confirmed that the WPC certificate should be in the name of the importers as it is issued to the importer who imports the wireless equipment.

3.
With regard to BIS certificate granted to the manufacturer and its use by another person, from the Bureau of Indian Standards website regarding mandatory compliance with the standards, it is seen that the certification is for the equipment and not for any individual and therefore the certificate given to the manufacturer for specific equipment should be capable of use by another person for importing the same item covered by the certificate.

4.
With regard to classification of control kit, it appears that the control kit consists of receivers and transmitters and accessories.  Whether the receivers and transmitters in the control kits are same as the other transmitter and receiver mentioned against Serial Nos.2 to 4 is not clear.  It is also not known what are the “accessories”.
5.
Based on the available information, it appears that this will be classifiable under the heading 85269190 and consequently restricted for import.  This means apart from obtaining WPC license, import authorization also needs to be taken from DGFT.
