Export of GI Sugar. – Reg.
1.
Kindly recall the discussions, we had on various dates and also the details of the clinical study made on GI Sugar. 

2.
As discussed, it will not be advisable to go for any separate HS Code in the Tariff for the sugar and that will involve lot of field work and changes in the relevant Acts. Instead, the best way will be to have an exclusion in the restrictions imposed in the policy for export of sugar.
3.
Now, in Schedule 2 to Export Policy under Heading 1701 14 90, under the description “other”, the condition shown is “restricted” and the policy conditions for export for sugar are enumerated from Clauses (1) to (4). After all these clauses, following clause can be added to exclude this type of sugar.

“(5) Restrictions and conditions referred to in previous paragraphs shall not apply to export of sugar with GI value of 46 or less and exported in other than bulk form”.

4.
Who should certify the GI of sugar, can be left to the Ministry to decide.
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5.
This will ensure that sugar with low GI value meant for diabetic use, will not be subject to export restrictions.
